They also used musical instruments to re-create the bangs, pops,
and whizzes of fireworks, developing their listening and rhythm skills. To extend the fun, the children designed and
launched their own straw rockets by blowing through straws — a fantastic way to explore movement and forces
while also developing oral motor control, breath regulation, and coordination.
